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	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
We will be encouraging and developing these skills throughout the day, during group time, guided and independent activities.   
We will be focussed on exploring traditional tales and winter, alongside thinking about staying warm and healthy.  
Activity examples:
· Bathing and dressing dollies for winter
· Discussing our feelings about winter


	Communication and Language 
Our speaking, understanding, listening and attention skills will be developed throughout the day in fun and exciting ways.

Activity examples:

· We will be listening to and learning topic themed songs and rhymes
· We will take turns listening and talking 

· We will learn topic words and begin to use them when asking and answering questions

· Use our new words in our play 
	Physical Development 

We will be given daily access to fine and gross motor enhancing activities including a finger gym and specific, focussed, theme related activities.  
Activity examples:
· Examples are; using tweezers, chopsticks, crayons, chalk, pipettes, brooms and much more!
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	Literacy 

We will explore traditional tales and related non-fiction books and rhymes.  We shall discuss characters, settings, events and our feelings and related experiences.
Activity examples:
· We will read and retell the stories in a variety of ways (sensory stories, puppets, interactive, small world…)
· Our book corner will have lots of traditional tales and winter themed stories for us to explore 
· We will be encouraged to use mark making to express our ideas on paper and begin to represent our name
	Mathematics 

In Nursery we will be exploring number and counting in a variety of ways, such as:

Activity examples:

· Counting the pigs and houses, bears and chairs etc
· Exploring quantities using language such as more, same and less
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Ordering the animals for the Chinese New Year (who is first? Last)
	   Understanding the World 

We will be exploring the world using our senses, focussing on our topic. 

Activity examples:

· We will investigate materials, using words to describe and thinking about the properties of the materials (is it strong? Will it float?)
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We will be using our senses to explore the discovery boxes 
	Expressive Arts and Design 

These skills will be introduced, practiced and developed through drama, songs, role play, art and using small world toys.
Activity examples:

· We will use our imagination to build and play with the story small world toys
· Explore winter colours 
· Listen to winter and Chinese music and explore how to make similar sounds


How parents can help…….

· Encourage your child to share books with you, looking at the pictures and talking about the story. 

· Encourage children to get themselves ready for Nursery –Encourage your child to put their arms into open-fronted coat or shirt when held up, pull up their own trousers, and pulls up the zipper once it is fastened at the bottom.  Please make sure all clothes are named.

· Encourage your child to count. How many stairs? How many cars can you see? Look at all the numbers around you. What number house do we live in?
